I Corinthians 15:14  wraps it all up in a neat little package for us.    “And if Christ has not been raised our 

preaching is useless and so is your faith.” 

 

If the resurrection of the Son of Man did not occur, all we believe is just another story.  But it DID happen.   

Christ arose from the dead.   Scripture testifies to that.  The testimony of countless saints through the ages 

lend their weight to the issue. History and archeology shout their own evidence.  And the living Holy Spirit 

solidifies all that evidence within our souls.

Not just this time of year, but all year we should be thinking about Christ’s example and how we can 

apply his teachings to our own little part of this crazy world. We should put time continually into        

examining our hearts on an on-going basis to make sure we do not get caught up in the things of this         

world and miss out on chances to represent Christ.   Those thoughts can then turn into the                         

service and actions then that demonstrate our allegiance to Jesus Christ.  

Christ HAS been raised.   May God find that what we do in response to that fact glorifies,                                   

and is acceptable to Him this time of year, and                                                                                                          

indeed, all year long.
